Other emotional memorabilia include Lindsey Vonn’s helmet and prestigious items donated by 
Jannik Sinner and Carlos Sainz. Football fans will also be excited by shirts from Ballon d’Or 
winners Jean-Pierre Papin, Ousmane Dembélé and Luka Modrić, as well as other signed jerseys. 
Every bid will directly support BEKING’s charitable projects, which promote inclusion and use sport 
as a tool for social development.  
 
Elia Viviani, one of BEKING’s earliest and strongest supporters, is highlighting the importance of this 
moment. Despite competing at the Gent Six Days on 23 November, the champion is determined not 
to miss the charity auction. “I’ll do everything I can to attend the dinner and the auction,” he said. 'For 
me, contributing to this initiative is incredibly meaningful.
